Stanton Fire requesting to lease our expiring Engine #3: The Board and the Fire Chief discussed the request to lease Old Engine #3. The board requested that the Fire Chief obtain samples of leasing contracts to assure responsibility at the next meeting. 

Public Comment: Discussion and concerns about the cemeteries, Vining Rd Speed limit, Dirt road dust, garbage and recycling, medical marihuana survey, payroll, hours of operation, fire truck rental, and cannabis.
